The tomatillo is
the star of salsa verde, often
lending the green condiment a
slightly tarter flavor than its red
counterpart. Salsa verde goes
great with grilled meats.

Also known as
salsa fresca, pico de gallo is fresh
salsa that is served uncooked.
Chopped tomatoes, jalapenos,
onions, cilantro and lime make
salsa fresca the ultimate versatile
topping for many dishes. For a
fancy twist, other fresh
ingredients can be substituted
for tomatoes, such as cucumber
or pineapple to create a different
flavor combination.
